     God is transcendent to the world, not only because He is 

Actuality whereas the world is evolving, but also because He is 

simple whereas the world is composite. The latter argument does 

not begin with the order of 

concepts and then pass on to 

existence. Its starting point is 

concrete existing things, and it 

states that the finite existence 

implies infinite existence, not as its 

exemplary cause alone, but as its 

creative cause. The argument may 

be stated in psychological language 

as follows: there is a quest for life, 

truth, and love in every human 

heart—not for a life that endures 

then years, but always; not for the 

truths of geography, but all truth; not for a love lasting fifty years, but 

always. But we find that life is mingled with death, truth with error, 

and love with hate. Where can we find the life, truth, and love we 

seek? That question can be answered by asking another question. 

Where is the source of light in this room to be found? Not under 

the table, for there light is mingled with darkness. We must go to 

pure light. So, too, if we are to find the source of the life, truth, and 

love that are in the world, we must go out to pure Life, pure Truth,
